Revoking by yourself

Revocation of registration

The Registrar cannot revoke the registration until 90 days after
a revocation application has been lodged and complied. The
registration of a relationship is automatically revoked by the
death or marriage of a party to the relationship. A court may
make an order declaring the registration of a relationship void.

Relationship certificates

All relationship certificates in your possession must be
returned to the Registry when lodging an application as

they are no longer valid. Once the relationship is revoked an
endorsement will be placed on the relationship registration.
Any relationship certificates issued thereafter will include this
endorsement to confirm that the relationship was revoked.

e Your completed signed and witnessed statutory declaration.
e Payment details page.
e Certified ID documents.
e QOriginal Service of Revocation Statement.
e Return of relationship certificate page must be completed.
e Return original relationship certificate/s.
