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Executive summary

Stage 1 of the redevelopment involved the delivery of a hospital designed to meet the needs of Griffith and
surrounding communities both now and into the future. Stage 1 of the Griffith Base Hospital Redevelopment
commenced operation on 26 June 2025.

NGH was engaged to undertake this first operation independent audit of the Project. The objectives of the
audit were to conduct an independent review of compliance with the Conditions of Approval (SSD-9838218)
issued by the Minister for Planning and Public Spaces on the 14 October 2021 in accordance with the
requirements of the Independent Audit Post Approval Requirements, May 2020 (DPIE 2020). The
consolidated Conditions of Approval were issued following the determination of Modification 1 on 28
September 2023, Modification 2 on 10 April 2024 and Modification 4 on 2 July 2025.

The scope of the audit was in accordance with Section 3.3 of the Independent Audit Post Approval
Requirements (May 2020). The scope in general included:

< Conditions of Approval applicable to the operation phase of the Project

< All post approval documents required by the Conditions of Approval relevant to the operation stage (e.g.
Environmental management plans and sub plans)

< All environmental licences and approvals applicable to the development

* An assessment of the environmental performance of the development

« A high-level assessment of whether Environmental Management Plans and Sub-plans are adequate.

During this first operation audit, Schedule 2 Part A, Part C Conditions C39 — C44, Part D Condition D19 and
D19A, and Part E of the Conditions of Approval were assessed for compliance. This audit found the project to
be non-compliant with three conditions out of a total of 169 conditions of approval.
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1. Introduction

1.1. Background

The Griffith Base Hospital Redevelopment (the Project) involved the planning, design and delivery of a
hospital (the Project) designed to meet the needs of Griffith and surrounding communities both now and into
the future. The Project is being delivered in several phases. Stage 1 of the Project commenced operation on
26 June 2025.

The Project is subject to a State Significant Development (SSD-9838218). The Project approval was obtained
from the then NSW Minister for Planning and Public Spaces on the 14 October 2021. The consolidated
Conditions of Approval (CoA) were issued following the determination of Modification 1 on 28 September
2023, Modification 2 on 10 April 2024 and Modification 4 on 2 July 2025, which is for changes to operational
conditions such as the Green Travel Plan and landscaping maintenance.

1.2. Audit team

Health Infrastructure (HI) nominated Nicola Smith as the Lead Independent Auditor and Natascha Arens as
the Alternate Lead Independent Auditor for Project and provided their CVs and independence declarations to
the Department of Planning Housing and Infrastructure (DPHI) (refer Appendix A).

1.3. Objectives

The objectives of the audit were to conduct an independent review of compliance with the Conditions of
Approval (SSD-9838218) issued by the Minister for Planning and Public Spaces on the 14 October 2021 in
accordance with the requirements of the Independent Audit Post Approval Requirements, May 2020 (DPIE
2020). The consolidated Conditions of Approval were issued following the determination of Modification 1 on
28 September 2023, Modification 2 on 10 April 2024 and Modification 4 on 2 July 2025.

1.3.1. Audit scope and period

The scope of the audit was in accordance with Section 3.3 of the Independent Audit Post Approval
Requirements (May 2020). The scope of the audit included:

< Conditions of Approval applicable to the operation phase of the Project, which included Schedule 2 Part
A, Part C Conditions C39 — C44, Part D Condition D19 and D19A, and Part E

< All post approval documents required by the Consent Conditions and relevant to operational phase (e.g.,
Environmental management plans and sub plans)

< All environmental licences and approvals applicable to the development

« An assessment of the environmental performance of the development

* A high-level assessment of whether Environmental Management Plans and Sub-plans are considered
adequate for the Project.
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The audit period for the first independent environmental audit was from the date of commencement of
operation (26 June 2025) to the date of site visit on 16 December 2025. A high-level pre-audit request for
information was provided to the project managing contractor prior to the site inspection.
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2. Audit methodology

2.1. Auditor approval

Natascha Arens and Nicola Smith were approved in retrospect by DPHI as the Independent Lead Auditors on
the 20 February 2026 (refer Appendix B).

The Appointment of Experts letter, dated 20 February 2026, identifies the approval of the audit team to
undertake the audit in accordance with Condition C39 of the Consent Conditions and that the Department
reserves the right to request an alternate auditor or audit team for future audits.

2.2. Independent audit scope development

The audit scope was developed by reviewing the SSD-9838218 consolidated CoA and the Independent Audit
Post Approval Requirements (2020).

An Audit Plan with audit table was provided to the auditee prior to the site audit, detailing the timing of the
audit and requirements regarding accessing the site and documentation.

The audit comprised of offsite document review, site inspection, onsite interviews and document review, and
offsite audit analysis and reporting.

2.3. Compliance evaluation

The audit consisted of offsite document review, onsite document review, site inspection and interviews. The
site component of the audit included:

e Opening meeting to introduce all parties and discuss the scope and objectives of the audit

e Site inspection

 Document and records review to check compliance with conditions

» Interviews with staff including hospital staff

» Closing meeting to summarise the findings of the site audit and to discuss additional audit evidence
required.

The off-site document review included a review of the consolidated CoA relevant to the stage of works of the
Project and all environmental management plans and sub plans. The audit table was refined and amended to
include the consolidated consent conditions following Modification 4 as approved on 2 July 2025 (Appendix
C).

2.4. Interviews

2.5. Site inspection

A site inspection was undertaken at on the 16 December 2025. The inspection viewed the live hospital and
the surrounding landscaped areas and carpark.

Results of the site inspection are provided in Section 3.12.

2.6. Consultation

Consultation was undertaken with all levels of the project team including those listed in Section 2.4. An email
was sent to NSW DPHI and Griffith City Council regarding the audit scope. A copy of the correspondence is
provided in Appendix D.

3.2. Compliance performance

During this operation audit Schedule 2 Part A, Part C Conditions C39 — C44, Part D Condition D19 and D19A,
and Part E of the Conditions of Approval were assessed for compliance. In summary, the audit found three
non-compliances out of a total of 169 Conditions of Approval, refer to Table 3-1. The audit raised two
improvement opportunities, which are addressed in Section 4.2.

3.5. Previous audit recommendations

This is the first operational audit. The eighth construction Independent Environmental Audit Report (NGH
2026) provided responses for the non-compliances and improvement opportunities raised at the seventh
construction audit. The next construction audit will address the audit recommendations of construction audit
8 and the next operation audit will address the audit recommendations of this first operation audit.

3.6.

Environmental plans, sub plans and post approval documents

The Project operates under a range of plans required by the Conditions of Approval. The required plans

include:

e Green Travel Plan

e Stormwater Management Plan

e Operational Waste Management Plan
e Landscape Management Plan.

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3.6.1. Green Travel Plan (D19)

The Green Travel Plan (GTP) Issue 12 (03/04/2025) prepared by ptc. provides the data collected as a result
of a staff survey to understand travel patterns for staff commuting to and from the hospital. The GTP provides
targets and actions to shift from private vehicle use to active forms of transport or carpooling. The GTP
includes a Transport Access Guide (TAG) as Appendix 3.

The audit found that a team had been nominated to implement the GTP and included stakeholders from the
hospital, Murrumbidgee Local Health District (MLHD) and Health Infrastructure (HI) in accordance with
Condition D19A.

During the site inspection, the auditor observed five bike rack hoops (10 bike parking spaces) adjacent to the
staff entry/exit and eight bike rack hoops (16 bike parking spaces) adjacent to the Emergency Entrance in
accordance with the GTP.

3.6.2. Stormwater Quality Management Plan (D23)

The Griffith Base Hospital Stormwater Quality Management Plan (SQMP) Revision 1 was prepared by ADCO,
the construction contractors, on 14 April 2025. The SQMP details the stormwater management assets used
following final operation. These include:

e Grated drains and stormwater pipes
e Gress lined swale

e Grass lined bioretention basin

e Gross pollutant trap.

The SQMP includes routine maintenance requirements with the first round of routine maintenance to occur
six months following the commencement of operation and six monthly thereafter.

The audit observed stormwater drains around the Stage 1 of the development that were free of
sedimentation and debris.

Photos from the site inspection are provided in Appendix E.

3.6.3. Operational Waste Management Plan (D26)

The Griffith Base Hospital Redevelopment Operational Waste Management Plan (OWMP) Rev 4 (20
December 2024) was prepared by Encycle Consulting. The OWMP identifies two key objectives, which
includes:

< To minimise the environmental impacts of the operations of the development on the environment
< To minimise the impact of the management of waste within the development on local residents.

The OWMP identifies expected waste streams, estimated waste quantities, the number of required waste
receptacles for each waste management of wastes, waste storage areas, waste collection procedures and
frequency of collection, and waste minimisation in reference to the objectives.

The auditor observed during the site inspection that the waste was being stored in the waste storage rooms
and waste storage areas adjacent to the Non-clinical Services Building in accordance with the OWMP. These
external waste storage areas were observed to be tidy and free from litter and odour with the bins maintained
undercover with a bin washing facility, in accordance with Section 3.3.1 of the OWMP.

Photos from the site inspection are provided in Appendix E.
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3.6.4. Landscape Management Plan (D31)

At the time of the audit the Landscape Management Plan had not been prepared. Preparation of the
Landscape Management Plan is for prior to final operation. However, the audit found that the Operation and
Maintenance (O&M) manual from the landscaping contractor is contained within the OmTrak Asset
Management System, which includes maintenance of the irrigation system. OmTrak currently includes a
landscape maintenance schedule for the next 52 weeks at the hospital.

3.7. Environmental performance

Environmental performance of the Project is provided in the summary of the non-compliances (Section 3.4),
implementation of the management plans (Section 3.6), Incidents and Complaints (Section 3.10 and 3.9) and
actual versus predicted impacts (Section 3.11).

No other relevant regulatory requirements apply to the Project.

3.8. Consultation outcomes

DPHI and Griffith City Council were consulted for this eighth audit. At the time of writing this report, a
response had been received from Griffith City Council on 19 November 2025. Griffith City Council raised two
matters for consideration. No response was received from the DPHI.

Refer to consultation outcomes in the Audit Protocol in Appendix C. Consultation is provided in Appendix D.

3.9. Complaints

No complaints had been received by the Project at the time of the first operational site audit. There is a
mechanism for complaints to be directed to HI via the HI email address on the Project website and included
in community notifications.

3.10. Incidents

No incidents were reported during the first operational audit period.

3.11. Actual versus predicted impacts

A review of relevant sections of the EIS was undertaken to ascertain the expected impacts during this
operation stage of the Project. Additionally, a review of the relevant management plans was undertaken to
compare the predicted impacts against the actual impacts.

Transport and accessibility

The EIS identified only minor increases in the additional net traffic generation of the new Clinical Services
Building and minor impacts on the existing road network and intersections surrounding the hospital. The EIS
also identified bus movements and the need for cycling infrastructure.

A GTP was prepared to provide measures for increasing the use of active transport and public transport
services. Stage 1 of the Project includes 26 bike parking spaces with 10 adjacent to the staff entry/exit and
16 adjacent to the Emergency Entrance. The GTP includes a TAG to assist hospital stakeholders with bus,
walking and biking access.
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Aboriginal cultural heritage and non-Aboriginal heritage

The EIS notes that the Project includes demolition of buildings constructed in the 1930s. The EIS
recommended that:

An archival recording should be undertaken of Buildings 17, 19, 20 and 28
Original joinery circa 1931-36 should be salvaged and reused

An interpretation strategy and plan should be developed

Moveable heritage items should be used in an interpretive display.

The Griffith Base Hospital Heritage Interpretation Plan and Strategy (Griffith Base Hospital - Heritage
Interpretation Strategy, 21 November 2021; Griffith Base Hospital - Interpretation Plan, djrd architects, 03
June 2022) were developed and have been implemented for the Project addressing the above points. The
audit found that the archival recording has been prepared by POC+P Architects, dated December 2020.

An Aboriginal Cultural Heritage Assessment Report (ACHAR) was prepared for the EIS. The ACHAR did not
anticipate direct impacts to Aboriginal Heritage but did recommend that an Unexpected Finds Procedure be
prepared. The EIS recommended that:

» Interpretation of the archaeology and Aboriginal history of Griffith and the site of the Griffith Base Hospital
should be included in the redevelopment of the hospital site. This could include story boards, installations
and artwork. An interpretation strategy and plan should be developed to guide this interpretation.

The Heritage Interpretation Delivery Plan was prepared for the Project by a Heritage Consultant from
Betteridge Heritage and in consultation with Department of Planning and Environment (DPE) and Registered
Aboriginal Parties (RAPs). Attachment 1 of the Plan contains correspondence from DPE and Attachment 2,
consultation with the RAPs. Attachment 3 contains the minutes of the Aboriginal Consultation Group.

The audit found that recommendations from the Interpretation Strategy and Plan for Stage 1 had been
implemented and included the relocation of the sculpture ‘Maternity’ to the central courtyard and the
Community Courtyard, which includes a Yarning Circle and a footprint outline of the Gugaa (goanna). This
was observed as complete during the site inspection. Refer to site inspection photographs 17 and 22
(Appendix E).

Biodiversity

The EIS identified all trees outside of the development footprint are required to be retained and protected
during construction.

During the audit site inspection, it was observed that all street trees that were protected during construction
had the tree protection measures removed. Tree 67 was observed to be no longer in place following its death
during construction of the Project. It was noted by the Project Arborist at the time that the death of Tree 67
was unlikely due to construction works.

Ecologically sustainable development

ESD principals have been incorporated into the design. The requirement to carry these principals through to
the designs for construction has been included in the Conditions of Approval for the project. The project
certifier Blackett Maguire Goldsmith have certified that the ESD principals have been carried through.
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Noise and vibration

The EIS notes that potential increases in operational noise would result in a generally imperceptible change
in existing noise level and that the Project was expected to result in marginal increases to traffic volumes on
surrounding roads and that traffic road noise would generally be imperceptible. The EIS recommended a
review of mechanical plant and equipment be undertaken to ensure that cumulative noise emissions comply
with the Noise and Vibration Impact Assessment (EMM 2021).

The audit found that operational noise monitoring had been undertaken in accordance with Condition E7.
Operational noise monitoring was undertaken by E-Lab Consulting, who provided the report on 21 March
2025. The monitoring took place in full commissioning as identified in the cover letter from ADCO, the
construction contractors, dated 25 August 2025.

The Planning Secretary approved to remove the requirement of any further noise monitoring at completion of
Stages 2 and 3 on 19 August 2024 based on no mechanical plant or equipment included as part of these
stages.

Soil and water

It was estimated in the EIS that the overall impervious areas were going to be reduced by approximately 15%
as a result of the development of the Project. A Stormwater Quality Management Plan has been prepared for
the Project, refer to Section 3.6.2.

The audit observed stormwater drains around the Stage 1 of the development that were free of
sedimentation and debris. However, it was observed that a drain associated with the gutter at the beginning
of the staff parking driveway required maintenance to remove sedimentation and debris. This was raised as
an opportunity for improvement against Condition E17, refer to Section 4.2.

Waste

The EIS identified the volume and waste streams expected during operation. A preliminary Operational
Waste Management Plan (OWMP) Revision 2 was prepared for the EIS and identifies estimated waste
quantities, the number of required waste receptacles for each waste management of wastes, waste storage
areas, waste collection procedures and frequency of collection, and waste minimisation in reference to the
objectives.

The audit found that the OWMP is now in Revision 4. Observations during the site inspection found that
waste was being segregated and managed in accordance with the OWMP.

3.12. Site inspection

The inspection covered the exterior of the site including landscaped areas, the area reserved for Fire and
Rescue NSW (FRNSW) vehicles, areas with bike parking near the staff entry and near the emergency entry,
the parking area including the parking spaces with vehicle charging stations, waste storage area and an
unobstructed public way. The site inspection also covered the accessible internal areas including common
spaces, waste storage, chemical storage and internal wayfinding signage.

Landscaping was found to be generally in good health. Although there was a dead tree observed in one
courtyard and browning plants in other areas due to the dry conditions. Landscaping was observed to be well
maintained with mulch and few weeds. General and recycling wastes receptacles were available in the
courtyard areas.
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4. Recommendations

4.1. Recommended actions

The audit raised three non-compliances were raised in this audit. These are detailed with recommendations
in Table 4-1.
