Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs).
The NSW Women’s Week grants program is an annual program to support events held during NSW Women’s Week.
The funding provides local councils and not-for-profits with an opportunity to give back to their communities by delivering events or activities that benefit local women and girls.
[bookmark: _Hlk144204336]How much are grants worth?
A total of $300,000 is available. Allocated under two tiers of funding:
Tier 1:  open competitive round to fund events or activities from $5,000 to a maximum of $10,000 per applicant with a $100,000 allocation (exclusive of GST).  
Tier 2: Closed, competitive - by invitation only. Targeted organisations are invited to apply to deliver a larger scale event from $30,000 to a maximum of $50,000 per applicant during Women’s Week up to a $200,000 allocation. Tier 2 will look to fund two regional events in NSW and two Sydney metro events.
What can grant funding be spent on?
The grant funding must be spent on direct costs of the event/activity, including promotion, entertainment, catering, venue hire and transport for participants.
What can’t grant funding be spent on?
The grant funding cannot be spent on the following:
events located outside of NSW.
any activity of a commercial nature that is for-profit.
capital works including building works.
permanent salaries/ wages (costs for temporary tutors/ instructors for your project or event can be included)
permanent equipment purchases, e.g., tables and computers
business as usual costs or general operating expenses
retrospective costs
events that encourage gambling such as bingo, or the consumption of alcohol
activities which require participants to pay more than a nominal amount to attend. Any fee or cost should consider the resulting benefits for everyone, and their capacity to pay.
fundraising events designed specifically for the purpose of fundraising for charities or for the organisation. This includes prizes, competitions, and awards.
internal staff/ organisational development
research
projects and activities coordinated by NSW Government Departments and Statutory Authorities.
What is the application timeline?
Applications for the 2024 grant round opens on Wednesday 30 August and closes on Monday 09 October 2023 at 4:00pm AEST.
Who can apply for the grant?
All Incorporated not-for-profit community organisations that are registered and approved as not-for-profit bodies by NSW Fair Trading. 
NSW local councils (and their section 355 committees) operating under the Local Government Act (1993). NSW local councils are obliged to cash match or provide in-kind support up to the value of 10 – 25% of the total project costs.
Note: Organisations listed on the Australian Charities and Not-for-profits Commission (ACNC) Register must have a current record.
Who is ineligible to apply for the grant?
Individuals or groups of individuals, including sole traders.
Unincorporated organisations
For-profit commercial organisations
NSW Government or Australian Government agencies and their entities (including public trusts).
How is inclusivity considered?
NSW Women’s Week Grant funded events and activities will support accessibility to a diversity of participants including:
Funding - Tier 1
To support accessibility to a diversity of people, all Tier 1 funded events must focus on or engage with women and girls from one of the 15 focus communities of the NSW Women's Strategy:
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander women and girls
Carers
Women and girls from culturally and linguistically diverse (CALD) communities
Women and girls of diverse sexualities and genders including those who are lesbian, gay, bisexual, trans, intersex, queer and/or asexual (LGBTIQA+)
Women and girls with disability
Women and girls with a mental illness
Women and girls living in regional, rural, and remote areas.
Women and girls experiencing socioeconomic disadvantage.
Women and girls who have a history of, or are currently experiencing domestic, family, or sexual violence.
Women and girls facing homelessness.
Women and girls in contact with the criminal justice system
Young women and girls living in, or who have lived in, out of home care.
Older women
Young women (18 – 24 years)
Women veterans
How is inclusivity considered for Tier 2?
To support accessibility to a diversity of people, Tier 2 funded events must engage with women and girls from one of the following communities of the NSW Women's Strategy:
