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Overview
Reducing and minimising harms associated with alcohol and other drug use is a key priority for NSW Health. Strategic linked data analysis can be used to support policy and service planning. This one off targeted grant funded and administered by the Centre for Epidemiology and Evidence (CEE) and the Centre for Alcohol and Other Drugs (CAOD) - NSW Ministry of Health offers the successful applicants the opportunity to collaborate with the NSW Health to produce policy-relevant evidence in priority areas. Analyses will focus on: 
1. Pathways of care for people with opioid use disorder or acute opioid related presentations indicating significant risk of harm; and 
2. Mortality amongst substance users and its association with patient characteristics and service use factors (AOD, mental health and tertiary care). 
This limited grant program will run for up to 2 years and is suitable for research teams with in-depth knowledge of alcohol and other drugs, including the role of treatment, combined with high-level expertise in linked data analyses. 
We encourage all potential respondents to read all the details in these guidelines prior to responding and ensure your organisation meets the eligibility criteria set out in Section 3.

Organisations may submit one application from the opening date of 16 December 2024 up to and no later than the application closing date of 10am Monday 10 March 2025.
